The learner eligibility criteria outlined in the 2026 ACFE Training Delivery Guidelines
states that to enrol in an ACFE Board funded pre-accredited program, the prospective
learner must be:

¢ an Australian or New Zealand citizen, or

* a holder of an Australian permanent visa

» an Asylum seeker holding a valid visa that confers eligibility for Skills First training
through the Asylum Seeker VET program

» 17 years of age and over and not enrolled at school or in an approved secondary
school program (including at TAFE, RTO and Learn Locals)

» Under 17 and not enrolled at school with an exemption from school
